Solutions involved the use of bright colors, the addition of large game pieces, and even an electronic dice kiosk in which players would pull a lever to roll the dice, adding a futuristic, interactive element.

The goal of Friends of San Jose Beautiful is to promote the perpetual funding of San Jose Beautiful through funds raised by "Monopoly in the Park," resulting in needed money being reinvested back into San Jose neighborhoods and communities to in turn keep San Jose beautiful.


Monopoly, the most popular board game in the world, is sold in twenty-three languages in over eighty countries. Parker Brothers has granted the Office of San Jose Beautiful and Friends of San Jose Beautiful the exclusive right for the reproduction of its Monopoly board, stating that no others will be granted.
